The Croatian Scholarship Fund (CSF) would like to
recognize and extend our deep appreciation to Mr. Zeljko
Urban for supporting CSF and sponsoring students for the
past twelve years. Mr. Urban is an example of many Croatians
who have sponsored students and who believe in CSF’s
mission of educating future leaders in Croatia. Mr. Urban has
helped numerous bright and needy students in Croatia who
without his help would not have been able to complete a
college education.

Mr. Urban has been a role model to many of us who have
known him; he is an example of a true Croatian leader. He
received an Electrical Engineering Degree from the University
of Zagreb. In 1961 he immigrated to Germany where he
worked as an Electronic Engineer. In 1963 he came to United
States and settled in Northern California where many of us
first met Mr. Urban and where he became a highly respected
member of the Croatian community. He worked in San
Francisco as an Electronic Engineer then moved to become a
Research Specialist at the University of California at Berkeley.
After four years at Berkeley he changed careers and became a
math teacher and a High School Principal. In 1978 Mr. Urban
started his own company, Electronic Equipment Service,
which he held until 1991.

Mr. Urban was a great supporter of Croatia during the
homeland war. In 1991 he initiated and organized a signature
drive across the United Sates for the recognition of Croatia
and Slovenia.When our beautiful Croatia finally gained its
independence Mr. Urban was appointed an Assistant Minister
of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Croatia; he held this post
for two years. In 1994 the Croatian Government assigned
Mr. Urban to serve as an Ambassador to Canada. He served
in that role for four years and in 1998 he was appointed an
Ambassador to Brazil.

After finishing his four-year mandate as an Ambassador to
Brazil, Mr. Urban retired and returned to live in Croatia. He
and his wife Zdenka currently reside in Porec area where they
raise olives. Mr. Urban travels to United States often to visit
his son Tomislav, daughter in law Eileen and especially his
beautiful granddaughters Maja and Nina. They live in
Austin, Texas.

CSF wishes Mr. Urban and his wife a long, healthy and
well-deserved retirement.

at School of Dentistry, University
of Zagreb. A vivid memory still
exists in my mind. It was July
1999 and I remember opening
my mail and reading
my CSF scholarship acceptance
letter. That feeling of pride and
happiness, which was shared by
my family as well, still fills me
as I look back upon that day.
CSF scholarship helped a lot
in my student years.
